Using the Maritime Aquarium at Norwalk 

To Identify Color and Shape

The following is a list of living exhibits. Many of the colors and shapes can be observed in each of the exhibit species that can be found in the Aquarium.  The exhibits tour is designed by rooms and sections of the buildings, which usually follow themes.  It may begin in Falconer Hall with the Seal Exhibit or at any location within the aquarium that is convenient for your group.

The Aquarium is designed to cover specific habitats starting at the edge of the sea, and then going deeper.  Many of the species observed include those that may be present when your students view the tanks, or what might be found in the past or future as these do change seasonally. Nevertheless, students will observe single and multicolored shapes swimming or crawling throughout each tank. The organisms listed under each area below refer to the shapes students are asked to identify and color in their activity booklets while on the tour.
